MOTIVATION OF THE STAFF OF ENTERPRISES
IN TODAY’S REALITIES

The article explores the relevant issue of employee motivation in the context of modern challenges. It is noted that the
key factor in the successful functioning of enterprises and improving their competitiveness is motivated personnel. Today,
in unstable times, it is desirable for every manager to review motivational mechanisms, change management tools and
conduct research on existing personnel needs. It is important not to forget that high levels of stress and anxiety have a
negative impact on productivity and the desire to achieve results, so management should look for ways to overcome the
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negative consequences of such conditions in the workplace. An effective motivation system should encourage business
leaders and stimulate employees to continuously develop. The implementation of new and unconventional approaches
to motivation allows attracting highly qualified specialists and significantly improving the loyalty of regular employees.
Research shows that the most effective motivation system combines both-material and non-material incentives, as well
as innovative and unconventional approaches. The article examines and studies the foreign experience of using wage
systems and employee motivation in enterprises, and labor standardization in developed countries as key interconnected
factors to enhance employee interest in the final results of economic activities. The author s vision of the motivational
mechanism for labor activity is substantiated. The key tool of the motivational mechanism is the formation of the motive
for work and the decision-making regarding labor activity (or inactivity) to satisfy a need. Internal motivation is related
to the content of the work and its significance for the employee, while external motivation is aimed at stimulating labor
from the side of the enterprise administration.

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FEATURES OF USING STATE FINANCIAL CONTROL
TO ENSURE NATIONAL SECURITY OF UKRAINE

The article examines the view of control as the final stage of management activity, which allows comparing the
achieved results with the planned ones, which is a well-established point of view in the scientific literature. It is also very
common to view control only as a method, a mechanism that ensures comparison of results with the tasks set.

The purpose of the study is to determine the peculiarities of state financial control in ensuring the national security of
Ukraine and to develop proposals to overcome them.

From the analysis, it can be posited that control is a complex and multifaceted concept. On one hand, it serves as
an element of state management, functioning as a tool for executing state policy. On the other hand, it can be viewed as
a management activity characterized by its own methods, techniques, and forms of execution. Nonetheless, its purpose
within society is shaped by its connection to state administration. In terms of public administration, the concept of
control can be understood in both narrow and broad terms. In its narrower interpretation, control pertains to a specific
management function, such as planning, where it is utilized to identify errors within a plan, thereby averting potential
failures. Additionally, control encompasses the evaluation of activities performed by individuals or entities. A slightly
broader interpretation of control is evident when it is defined as an assessment of adherence to and execution of normatively
established tasks and plans.

Control is reduced to comparing actual results with established indicators and taking corrective measures if neces-
sary. Control over the financial sphere has been determined, taking into account the above, it can also be considered as
a management activity that has its own methods, methods, forms of implementation, different interpretation of control
bodies at all levels”, seems to us to be very convincing and relevant for the problem we are investigating. It is noted that,
in general, the theory of finance determines that finance, financial control, and state financial control act as an objective
component of the reproductive process. So, the essence of both finance, financial control, and state financial control lies
in their social purpose.

Introduction. State financial control (SFC) is one of the important functions of state
administration, which is aimed at identifying deviations from the accepted standards of legality,
expediency and efficiency of management of financial resources and other state property, and in
the presence of such deviations, at the timely adoption of appropriate corrective and preventive
measures. Effective use of state financial funds and material resources is a condition for normal
economic activity, the implementation of state socio-economic programs and ensuring the
economic security of the country, and ultimately, the stability of the state.

A comprehensive study of the role of state financial control in ensuring the national security of
Ukraine, regardless of which specific bodies such activities are carried out, is impossible without an
analysis of various types of control, disclosure of their modern forms and methods, legal status and
functioning mechanisms, and clarification of the effectiveness of control actions.

The term “control” appeared several centuries ago. It comes from the French “contrerole”,
which meant “a list kept in duplicate”. The word “controle” came from her. It means: inspection,
as well as observation for the purpose of inspection; those who are engaged in such verification are
controllers. At the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries, the most effective forms of state financial
control were formed, taking into account the conditions of Ukraine, taking into account the division
of power into legislative and executive. However, the First World War and its aftermath stopped
this process.

The use of the historical method of researching the problems of state financial control in Ukraine
allows us to identify the main trends in its formation, functioning, and development. This approach
makes it possible to identify similar stages of development of the phenomenon under study in the
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history of our country, to use positive experience and avoid historical mistakes. Analysis of recent
research and publications.

Analysis of sources and recent research. The problems of state financial control are devoted
to the work of such foreign researchers as A. Arene, R. Adams, E. Atkinson, J. Bailey, J. Buchanan,
R. Zodie, J. Watts, D. Irwin, J. Robertson, P. Samuelson, J. Stiglitz, and others.

The studied topic was also reflected in the scientific works of domestic scientists, among whom,
in particular, V. Bazilevich, O. Baranovskyi, I. Basantsov, M. Belukha, O. Vasylyk, T. Vasylieva,
M. Korneev, V. Kravchenko, I. Lyuty, Yu. Osadchii, V. Simonenko, V. Fedosov. V. Shevchuk and
others. Various aspects of the problems of state financial control, in particular, in the context of
economic security at the macro level, were dealt with by domestic specialists Z. Varnalii, V. Drozd,
M. Ermoshenko, M. Kalenskyi, T. Kovalchuk, V. Melnychuk, V. Muntiyan et al. But, despite the
significant level of scientific achievements in the field of control, a significant number of theoretical
and practical aspects require further research.

However, despite deep and versatile work in this field, the issue of determining the specifics of
state financial control in ensuring the national security of Ukraine in the conditions of reform remains
insufficiently researched in the context of: the influence of modern world trends of globalization
development on the system of public administration in Ukraine.

The purpose of the study is to determine the peculiarities of state financial control in ensuring the
national security of Ukraine and to develop proposals to overcome them.

Presentation of the main research material. Based on the above, it can be argued that control is
a complex, multifaceted category. On the one hand, it is a function of state management, in relation
to which control is a means, an instrument of implementing state policy. On the other hand, it can be
considered as a management activity that has its own methods, ways, and forms of implementation.
However, its purpose in society is determined by identifying its relationship with state administration.
From the point of view of public administration, this concept can be interpreted in narrow and broad
senses. In a narrow sense, control is associated with some management function, for example, planning,
when with the help of control certain errors in the plan are detected, thus preventing its failure. Control
also means checking the activity of someone or something. A slightly broader meaning is attached
to the concept of control when defining it as a check of compliance with and implementation of
normatively established tasks, plans and decisions. The functional purpose of control, its occurrence
at a certain stage of the management process is emphasized here. The view of control as the final stage
of managerial activity, which allows you to compare the achieved results with the planned ones, is a
well-established point of view in the scientific literature. It is also very common to view control only
as a method, a mechanism that ensures comparison of results with the tasks set. Control is reduced to
comparing actual results with established indicators and taking corrective measures if necessary. As
you can see, the concept of control is inextricably linked with one or another sphere of life where it
is carried out.

Therefore, we will consider the concept of control in the field of national security in three main
aspects:

1) control as a systematic and constructive activity of managers, management bodies, one of their
main management functions, i.e. control as an activity;

2) control as the final stage of the management process, the core of which is the preservation of
state stability and security;

3) control, as an integral part of the process of making and implementing management decisions,
continuously participates in this process from its beginning to its end [1, p. 38]. This approach to
revealing the content of the concept of control in the field of national security does not claim to cover
all the features that characterize this concept. Only the most important features are shown here, which
allow us to move on to the consideration of the key meanings of the concept of control.

Control over the financial sphere, taking into account the above, can also be considered as a
management activity that has its own methods, methods, and forms of implementation. Its essence is
revealed in the relationship with public administration.

Analysis of the economic and legal literature of recent years, devoted to the theoretical problems
of state financial control (SFC), shows that among domestic scientists and practitioners there is no
unambiguous interpretation of the category “state financial control”, there is no state concept.
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There are signs of a certain “departmentalism” of interests, the lack of a comprehensive approach
to studying and solving certain issues of the DFC. The opinion that “the absence of uniform methods,
some standards of control activity entails disunity, different interpretations of control bodies at
all levels” appears to us to be very convincing and relevant for the problem we are investigating
[2, p. 23]. Meanwhile, the legitimacy of the concept of “state financial control” is confirmed by the
Budget Code of Ukraine — the main legislative act that currently regulates all budgetary legal relations
in our country.

In the official documents of the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine, state financial control is defined
as a system of measures to control compliance with legislative and other normative legal acts, norms,
standards and rules regarding the use of state funds. The majority of authors, when considering state
financial control, place the main emphasis on the activities of bodies (that is, they use an organizational
and management approach) that carry out financial control: “state financial control is a system of
institutions, tools and objects for checking the legality and expediency of actions in education,
distribution and use of monetary funds of the state and local self-government bodies. In general, the
theory of finance determines that both finance, and financial control, and state financial control act as
an objective component of the reproductive process.

The essence of both finance, financial control, and state financial control lies in their public purpose.
Finances represent monetary relations regarding the formation, distribution and use of centralized and
decentralized monetary funds and savings, which serve as financial support for extended reproduction
and satisfaction of social and other needs of society. Financial control is the carrier of these relations.
These distinctive features are also characteristic of state financial control, which is a carrier of social
relations, but only in that part that is directly related, on the one hand, to state finances, their movement
in the process of extended reproduction, and on the other, to state administration financial flows [3].

State financial control is a system of decisions and actions of state and local authorities on obtaining,
distributing and using financial resources. This is a complex phenomenon that allows rational and
effective organization of the socio-economic life of the country and ensuring its national security.
After all, financial resources are always the result of previous work and the basis and condition of the
future. On this basis, we have the right to assert that state financial control as a systemic phenomenon
should be carried out on the basis of systemic legal regulation. In practice, it is still missing. Both at
the level of Ukraine and in many of its subjects, only separate elements of the legal system of state
financial control have been formed and are functioning. In general, their activities are separate, which
leads instead of mutual complementation to the crossing of their competences and, on the contrary,
to the formation of “white spots” in the legislation, which complicates and sometimes blocks the
coordination of control actions, reduces the effectiveness of state financial control as a whole. At the
same time, it should be noted that the economic role of the state in market conditions is not limited to
the management of state financial resources and state property.

The state is authorized by society to establish the “rules of the game” that contribute to the dynamic
growth of the economy and the solution of social problems. If we consider the role of state financial
control in this aspect, then it represents the implementation of the right of the state to legally protect
its financial interests, financial interests of its citizens and, ultimately, the entire society. Thus, state
financial control, on the one hand, performs one of the functions of state management, is an instrument
of state regulation of the economy; on the other hand, it reflects in the process of distribution,
redistribution and use of part of the value of the gross domestic product (GDP) the movement of
financial resources, which is realized through control and audit and expert and analytical activities of
bodies and agents of state financial control. In the unity of the interrelationships of these two aspects,
state financial control acts as an objective necessity of the reproductive process.

State financial control will effectively solve its tasks only when funds in the country are covered by
them in full. Therefore, the objects of state financial control are the movement of funds, material and
other financial resources of the state (and local self-government bodies) in the process of accumulation,
distribution and use of monetary funds, as well as all economic entities, if they receive, transfer
budget funds of any level, manage state or local property, and also have benefits granted by relevant
state authorities and local entities.

The subjects of state financial control are state bodies and local self-government bodies, as well as
other entities empowered to take measures to comply with financial legislation. Currently, there are
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no requirements for full coverage of state funds by financial control, which leads to the duplication of
control measures and the incomparability of their results. Moreover, a significant part of state funds
generally remains out of control, since there is no general accounting of control measures carried out
by various organizations. Such irregularity of state financial control is one of the main reasons for its
ineffectiveness.

The purpose of legal regulation of state financial control is to establish the legal basis for monitoring
the activities of controlled entities; in obtaining objective and reliable information about the state
of legality and financial discipline at controlled objects; in identifying the causes and conditions
contributing to financial offenses; in taking measures to prevent them, as well as in bringing to justice
violators of legality and financial discipline. Regulated by appropriate legal means of state financial
control is a way of organizing feedback, thanks to which the relevant bodies authorized to make
authoritative decisions receive information about the progress of the implementation of the normative
legal acts adopted by them [4, p. 16].

In today’s conditions, the imperfection of normative legal acts, which highlight only certain issues
of state financial control, gives rise to legal nihilism of the controllers and the controlled and, as a
result, numerous violations that pose threats to the country’s financial security. Today, more than
ever, the dependence of state financial control on the content of the corresponding legal provision is
clearly manifested. The problem of legal unsettlement of state financial control highlights a number
of problems that cause it: vagueness of wording, which leads to incorrect interpretation of legal norms
related to state financial control; inconsistency (vertically and horizontally) of normative legal acts;
lack of acts, the adoption of which is dictated by the practice itself.

The existing and rather cumbersome regulatory framework does not fully reflect socio-economic
transformations in society. It is enough to note that the category of state financial control is not
even established in regulatory legal acts. Considering state financial control as a function of state
management of financial flows, it should be noted that this function is to some extent performed by
all state and local self-government bodies, regardless of the nature of their main activity. This is due to
the fact that state financial control cannot be carried out in isolation. The scope of control activity, its
forms and methods, coverage of control measures of various branches of the economy depends on the
boundaries of the management sphere and the status of the body exercising control powers within the
framework of state financial control [5, p. 53]. This distinctive feature of state financial control forces
a rather exacting approach to its specification for each level of management and each body endowed
with relevant control powers in order to avoid parallelism and duplication in the management of
financial flows. Unfortunately, this issue, which lies on the surface of the theoretical foundations that
determine the essence of finance, remains outside the attention of developers of conceptual approaches
to the creation of an effective, well-established unified system of state financial control in the country.

In a broad sense, the goals of state financial control are increasingly becoming macroeconomic
processes, growth in the pace of economic development, including control over by changing the
proportions of the movement of GDP, money supply, increasing the revenue part of the consolidated
budget and saving funds that are at the disposal of society. In a narrow sense, the goal of state financial
controls is to reduce the number and volume of offenses in the economic sphere.

State financial control is designed to ensure the national security of the country by protecting
the financial interests of the state, preventing non-targeted and illegal use of state resources while
implementing a unified financial and monetary policy [6, p. 143].

State financial control includes control over money circulation in the country, the dynamics of the
state debt, activities to attract and use financial resources by credit organizations, disposal of state
property.

The principles of state financial control are scientifically verified and practically confirmed
political, organizational and legal provisions that ensure its effectiveness. The world community has
developed and actively uses the basic principles of the organization of state financial control. These
principles are outlined in the Lima Declaration.

The main principles for state financial control are the following.

The principle of legality means strict and exact compliance with the norms and rules established
by the current legislation by all bodies implementing the DFC and their officials.

The principle of independence means that DFC bodies are independent in terms of control and
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audit activities from other state authorities, local self-government bodies, as well as from political
and other public associations. Influence and influence on the bodies of the DFC in order to change
the results of control and audit activities is not allowed and is punished in accordance with the law
[8, p. 234].

The principle of objectivity means that state financial control is carried out by qualified specialists
using actual documentary data in the manner established by law, by applying methods that ensure
obtaining complete and reliable information.

The principle of responsibility means that measures of legal responsibility are applied to offenders
of financial legislation. Legal norms on financial violations should contain sanctions that provide for
measures to influence the offender. Exemption from legal responsibility of a person who has committed
a financial offense is allowed on the grounds provided by law and in the manner established by law.
Concealment of financial violations is not allowed. Employees who carry out state financial control
are responsible for illegal actions committed by them in the field of financial control in accordance
with the legislation [9, p. 254].

The principle of openness means the openness and availability to society and the mass media of
information about the results of control-revision and expert-analytical measures carried out within the
framework of state financial control under the condition of preservation of state, commercial or other
legally protected secrets.

The principle of systematicity means the unity of the legal bases of control-revision and expert-
analytical activities carried out within the framework of state financial control, the normatively
established organization of the interaction of bodies that carry out state financial control, the
normatively established periodicity of its implementation.

Conclusions. The full achievement of the goals of state financial control provides for:

— control over the completeness and timeliness of the formation and implementation of the
budget, budgets of state extrabudgetary funds and local self-government bodies;

— control over compliance with legislative and normative legal acts, standards and rules for the
formation, distribution and use of state and local financial funds;

— control over economic validity, legitimate, targeted and effective use of state and local financial
resources, provision and use of tax and customs benefits, credit and loan funds raised under state
guarantees, as well as other forms of state support;

— control over compliance with the legislation when carrying out currency, export-import and
other foreign economic operations;

— control over compliance with the legislation of Ukraine on banking activity and the legislation
of Ukraine on securities;

— control over the fulfillment of Ukraine’s international financial obligations, the state of the
state’s internal and external debt;

— countering the legalization (laundering) of criminally obtained income and the illegal transfer
of Ukrainian capital abroad.

Thus, state financial control has a wide field of implementation, levels of influence and limits of
application, contain many complex intersecting aspects. Therefore, in order to increase the effective-
ness of state financial control, it is necessary to organize these components into a certain, clearly veri-
fied system, to consolidate this system in legislative and other regulatory and legal acts.

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THE IMPACT OF PROFESSIONAL ETHICS OF ACCOUNTANTS,
FINANCIERS, AND TAX SPECIALISTS ON BUILDING TRUST
IN FINANCIAL REPORTING

The article explores the role of professional ethics of specialists in accounting, finance, and taxation in building
trust in financial reporting. The focus is on analyzing key ethical principles such as integrity, objectivity, confidentiality,
professional competence, and due care, which form the foundation of transparency and reliability of financial information.
The importance of adhering to professional standards is emphasized in the modern context of globalization, where
economic processes become more complex, and the volume of financial transactions increases.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the impact of the professional ethics of these specialists on the trust in financial
reporting, to determine the main ethical principles that must be observed, as well as to identify potential risks that arise
in case of neglect of ethical norms

The challenges faced by professionals due to management pressure, high competition, and the temptation for quick
enrichment are examined. Violations of ethical norms under these circumstances lead to corruption, financial fraud, and
misrepresentation of reports, undermining trust in the profession and the economic system as a whole. The article provides
examples of how ethical violations impact companies’ reputations and financial conditions, particularly highlighting the
case of Enron.

Results. Special attention is given to the International Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants developed by the
International Federation of Accountants (IFAC), which establishes global ethical standards for accounting and finance
professionals. This document is considered an effective tool for ensuring the uniformity of ethical requirements at the
international level, preventing financial fraud, and strengthening trust in financial reporting.

The article highlights the importance of education and certification as tools for fostering an ethical culture. The role
of educational programs and certification courses aimed at studying ethical standards and analyzing practical cases is
discussed, helping professionals make informed decisions in challenging situations. Special emphasis is placed on the
need for continuous improvement of professional knowledge to maintain high standards of ethical conduct.

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DEVELOPMENT OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
ASAKEY FACTOR IN THE ADAPTATION OF STUDENTS
TO THE PRESENT CONDITIONS

In the article, the authors analyze the definitions of “intelligence”, “emotional intelligence”, “socio-emotional
learning”. It is noted that the modern world is characterized by rapid changes, a high level of competition and constant
stressful situations. In such conditions, the ability to successfully adapt becomes one of the most important human skills.
Emotional intelligence, as the ability to recognize one'’s emotions and the emotions of others, to manage them and to use
this information to make decisions, plays a key role in the educational process. In the course of the study, an integrated
approach was used, which covers a comprehensive analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature: studying
scientific monographs, articles, dissertation studies, and other scientific sources covering the chosen topic. In addition,
empirical methods were used, including observation, surveys, testing, and performance analysis, which provided reliable
data for a deep understanding of the research.

The study found that in the modern sense, socio-emotional intelligence is a skill that requires constant development
throughout life, similar to maintaining general functional literacy at the proper level. This ability ensures effective
interaction with others, emotional stability, and adaptation to social challenges.

The authors conducted a study among students in order to collect information about their level of awareness of the
importance of emotional intelligence; to determine the personal experience of respondents; and to assess the impact of
emotional intelligence on the adaptation of students to modern challenges. The results of the study allow us to conclude
that for the effective development of emotional intelligence in higher education students, it is necessary to combine a
variety of methods. Systematic training, individual work with a specialist, self-education and practical exercises all
contribute to the formation of the necessary competencies.

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FEATURES OF DISTANCE LEARNING OF UKRAINIAN
AND ENGLISH LANGUAGES BY HIGHER EDUCATION STUDENTS
IN THE CONDITIONS OF INCLUSION

The article examines the features of distance learning of Ukrainian and English by higher education students in
inclusive settings. Modern conditions of social development require a review of the means and approaches to learning,
in particular the distance form of education, which has become widespread during the COVID-19 pandemic and has
continued since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine. The conditions of inclusion, which provide for the
creation of equal opportunities for people with different characteristics, require additional attention to the organization of
the educational process. In the process of learning languages, such as Ukrainian and English, it is important to take into
account the individual needs of each student, ensuring the accessibility and effectiveness of the educational process. The
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article examines the specifics of the methodology for introducing and implementing the principles of distance learning in
Ukrainian and English language classes and highlights some educational strategies that should be used in working with
students with special educational needs under certain conditions of the student s absence from the classroom in order to
ensure maximum social, cognitive, linguistic and emotional development of the individual. The methodology of learning
Ukrainian and English languages by integrating traditional and distance learning in higher education institutions will
require the development and improvement of new content and structure for the implementation of independent learning
for students with special educational needs through the use of information and communication technologies under the
guidance of a teacher. The article focuses on the advantages and challenges of such learning for students with special
educational needs. The possibilities of using modern technologies, adapting educational materials and implementing
individual learning trajectories are analyzed. Recommendations are proposed for increasing the effectiveness of language
learning, taking into account the needs of an inclusive environment. The article emphasizes the importance of integrating
innovative approaches to ensure access to quality education and creating a comfortable learning environment for all
applicants.

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PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY OF SOCIAL WORKERS:

1t is established that today Ukraine is actively reforming the social protection system aimed at improving the
quality of life of the population and ensuring social justice.

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The purpose of this article is the analysis of theoretical and methodological aspects and perspectives of integrating
Williams and Shellenberger’s Pyramid of Learning into the neuropedagogical approach as a model for supporting
sensory-cognitive development. It also aims to investigate strategies for preparing educators to apply neuropedagogical
methods effectively. By considering European efforts, particularly through initiatives like the Erasmus+ program, this
study explores ways to advance the training and resources available to educators. The research methodology is based on
the principles of the neuropedagogical approach and analysis of Williams and Shellenberger s Pyramid of Learning theory
to understand the implications of sensory-cognitive development to understand the implications of sensory-cognitive
development within the educational system. Additionally, the study evaluates current training practices for educators in
European, Ukrainian and Saudi Arabian contexts and examines best experience for embedding multisensory strategies in
curricula. The scientific novelty of the study lies in its comprehensive analysis of Williams and Shellenberger s Pyramid
of Learning as a sensory-cognitive framework within the field of neuropedagogy. By exploring this model's application in
curricula, the article offers new insights into how structured sensory-based learning environments can enhance student
engagement and academic outcomes. This research seeks to bridge theoretical insights with practical applications within
diverse educational settings. Furthermore, it emphasizes the role of European initiatives in advancing neuropedagogical
practices and the importance of aligning Ukrainian and Saudi Arabian training programs with these standards. Conclusions.
The study supposes that implementation of Williams and Shellenberger s Pyramid of Learning within educational systems
can address significant deficiencies in current teaching methods by fostering a neuropedagogical approach that supports
various (neurotypical and neurodivergent) learners and their needs. However, the effective use of these methods remains
limited due to insufficient teacher training, especially in non-European contexts. The findings suggest that future research
should focus on validating sensory-based approaches and adapting Williams and Shellenberger s Pyramid of Learning
to suit diverse educational settings, ensuring compatibility with both European, Ukrainian and Saudi Arabian standards.
Equipping educators with neuropedagogical competencies through structured training programs will be essential to
achieving neurodevelopmentally informed educational environments.

Introduction. In recent years, there have been notable advancements in the comprehension of the
interplay between sensory and cognitive development, the brain, and the learning process. Scholars
across the globe in the fields of pedagogy, neuropsychology, psychology, and sensory integration
have underscored the deficiencies in traditional teaching methodologies that frequently neglect the
critical significance of sensory development in achieving academic success. The influence of globali-
sation has led to a shift in children’s education. Consequently, there is a decrease in the stimulation
of children’s sensory system, motor skills, which is affecting their cognitive development [1]. In con-
temporary times, Europe has initiated progressive educational programs, such as the Erasmus+ initia-
tive titled “Neuro-Pedagogy in Action: Innovative Strategies for Inclusive Education and Engaging
Minds”, which is focused on the advancement of neuropedagogical methodologies [2]. The program
was officially announced on October 18, 2024, marking a significant milestone in the broader effort to
integrate neuroscientific principles into modern educational practices across Europe. Ukraine actively
participates in this initiative, seeking to enhance its educational landscape by adopting innovative
approaches and fostering collaboration among educators across the continent [3]. Meanwhile, as
Saudi Arabia prepares for EXPO 2030 with an emphasis on inclusive education, there is an increasing
need to implement neuropedagogical methodologies to effectively support a diverse range of learners.
Experiencing the shortage of specialised educators, this approach could serve as a bridge, fostering
neurodevelopmentally-oriented learning environments that uphold the principles of inclusivity.

Despite advancements in understanding the role of sensory development in cognitive and aca-
demic success, traditional educational frameworks frequently lack structured approaches to incor-
porate these insights effectively. The research advocates for neuropedagogigal approach to accom-
modate learners and seeks to incorporate Williams and Shellenberger’s Pyramid of Learning as a
foundational framework for sensory-cognitive development within educational curricula.

This remains an unexplored area regarding the importance of conducting new research aimed at
developing innovative teaching techniques that recognize sensory development as a vital component
of the educational process and a foundation for academic achievement. Furthermore, the study out-
lines potential directions for future research focused on validating sensory-based methodologies and
adapting them to educational contexts and emphasizes the importance of structured teacher training
programs, building upon insights from European educational initiatives that prioritize equipping edu-
cators with neuropedagogical competencies.

Analysis of sources and recent research. Neuroeducation, or Mind, Brain, and Education (MBE)
science, has emerged as a transformative cross-disciplinary domain. By blending insights from neu-
roscience, psychology, and education, this field aims to elevate teaching and learning methodologies.
Tracey Tokuhama-Espinosa has played a crucial role in shaping and promoting this approach. In her
doctoral dissertation from 2008, she examined the establishment of standards in neuroeducation,
stressing the importance of teaching methods grounded in scientific evidence [4]. Neuropedagogy is
an interdisciplinary area that combines knowledge from neuroscience, psychology, and education to
develop teaching methods grounded in a scientific comprehension of brain operations and cognitive
mechanisms.

Researchers require comprehensive networks from diverse fields of knowledge that encompass
social, cognitive, biological, and behavioral dimensions, which can directly or indirectly enhance and
advance educational practices [1]. This domain aims to unify contemporary findings on brain growth,
neuroplasticity, memory, emotional involvement, and sensory processing to better assist a variety
of learners. Recent research highlights the potential of neuropedagogy to enhance and modernise
educational systems, with scholars demonstrating its benefits in higher education. In 2018 researchers
Tiinde Szécsi, Laszl6 Varga, and Veronika Mak highlighted the prevalence of misconceptions regarding
the brain and its educational applications [6]. They emphasized the necessity for further research
to clarify and refine these understandings. As this body of knowledge expands, educators will be
better prepared to implement curricula that are developmentally aligned and scientifically informed.
A 2021 study by Nurmakhanova, Rakhmetova, Kassymbekova, Meiirova, and Rakhimzhanova
concluded that implementing neuropedagogical methods offers valuable opportunities to improve the
educational process [7].

An essential component within neuropedagogy is Williams and Shellenberger’s Pyramid of
Learning, a framework that elucidates the stages of sensory and motor development as foundational to
academic success. Developed by occupational therapists Mary Sue Williams and Sherry Shellenberger,
the Pyramid of Learning emphasises that cognitive development relies on the integration of sensory
and motor experiences [8]. Based on Goddard Blythe’s research, children with advanced neuromotor
functions are more capable of absorbing new information, participating in learning activities, and
effectively expanding their knowledge [9].

Research has consistently shown that movement plays a crucial role in children’s cognitive
development, enhancing their ability to focus, retain information, and engage in learning tasks.
Physical activities have been linked to improvements in memory, attention, and executive functioning,
which are foundational for academic success.

The purpose of the article is to analyse how adopting structured frameworks, such as the Pyramid
of Learning in neuropedagogical training and practice, can help foster a more engaging learning envi-
ronment, proving that sensory and motor availability are recognized as essential elements in learning.
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Presenting main material. Theoretical and methodological research by observation and
interviews. Conflicts, natural disasters, and health emergencies, as highlighted by UNICEF, have
deeply disrupted education systems around the world, leading to extended school closures and limit-
ing children’s access to essential learning resources. During the peak of the COVID-19 pandemic,
over 1.6 billion students worldwide faced school closures, causing an unparalleled disruption to edu-
cation systems across the globe [15]. As reported by Education Cannot Wait, an estimated 224 million
children affected by crises are in urgent need of access to quality education, highlighting the critical
necessity for targeted interventions in these vulnerable communities [16]. The war in Ukraine has had
a devastating impact on the country’s education system, leaving millions of children without stable
access to learning opportunities. UNICEF reports that over 5 million children have experienced inter-
ruptions to their education due to the ongoing conflict, with more than 2,600 schools damaged and
over 400 completely destroyed since February 2022 [15]. According to Alsamiri [ 18], the educational
system in Saudi Arabia struggles to provide teachers with the necessary training and resources to sup-
port twice-exceptional learners effectively. These disruptions to education systems have created seri-
ous challenges for children, including falling behind in their studies, struggling with basic skills like
reading and math, and a troubling rise in the number of students dropping out of school. For children
living through conflicts, natural disasters, and health emergencies, the loss of consistent access to
education deepens inequalities and threatens their ability to achieve their full potential both academi-
cally and personally.

This empirical study involved conducting structured interviews with educators through Zoom
and analyzing existing curricula in depth. The primary objective was to identify the specific chal-
lenges educators face and to highlight gaps within the educational system and learning environ-
ments that may hinder effective teaching and learning. This study examines the impact of systemic
gaps on children’s educational outcomes in Ukraine and Saudi Arabia, focusing on preschool-age
children and primary-age children. During the conducted research, at the initial stage, children
development was analysed according to factors: neuromotor development, social-psychological
readiness, motivation aspect, emotional and volitional development, neuropsychological. The find-
ings indicate a significant correlation between neuromotor development, physical engagement and
cognitive performance [10]. It suggests that pre-schools and schools should prioritise active learn-
ing strategies to foster holistic development. By exploring these specific contexts, the research
highlights the importance of integrating Williams and Shellenberger’s Pyramid of Learning into
educational systems and underscores the need for targeted teacher training to address these chal-
lenges effectively.

Without well-developed sensory systems and motor skills, children may find it challenging to
engage in activities that require coordination, balance, and fine motor control, which can hinder their
ability to participate in classroom tasks. Consequently, they might feel frustrated and overwhelmed,
potentially leading to various reactions such as withdrawal, disengagement, or even the avoidance
of specific activities. Additionally, these children may display signs of apathy, often report physical
complaints like headaches or stomach aches, or struggle with completing assignments that necessitate
attention, coordination, or fine motor dexterity.

Moreover, when there is a delay or deprivation in sensory and motor development, children may
struggle with self-regulation and maintaining focus, which can further impede their capacity to suc-
ceed in a structured educational setting [ 11]. These difficulties underscore the necessity of addressing
sensory and motor readiness as a crucial component of early education to ensure that every child
builds a strong foundation for cognitive and emotional development within the classroom.

Being aware of neuropedagogy and having a clear understanding of the Pyramid of Learning,
teachers possess a powerful tool to unlock children’s full potential. The Pyramid of Learning, devel-
oped by Mary Sue Williams and Sherry Shellenberger, outlines four essential stages (the connection
between the sensory system, the sensory motor development, the perceptual motor and the cognitive
development) that contribute to a child’s success for academic learning.

According to the Pyramid of Learning, children’s development is like a carefully constructed
building, with the nervous system as its foundation. This foundation supports the essential building
blocks. Neuropedagogy creates tools for educators to build well-developed children by nurturing
each layer: sensory, motor, perceptual, and cognitive. To achieve academic success, neuropedagogy

emphasises the importance of nurturing each foundational layer within Williams and Shellenberger’s
Pyramid of Human Development. These layers include:

1) The sensory system lies at the base of the building blocks (the first layer), forming the core upon
which all other skills are constructed. This important level includes essential sensory abilities such
as olfactory (smell), visual (vision), auditory (hearing), gustatory (taste), tactile (touch), vestibular
(balance), and proprioceptive (awareness of body positioning in space). These sensory experiences
are crucial as they inform a child’s perception and interaction with the world around them. Without
this solid sensory base, a child may encounter difficulties in further stages of development, much like
a building that cannot stand strong without a firm foundation.

2) Sensory-Motor Development forms the next layer, and is a crucial stage where the nervous sys-
tem is further supported through motor refinement and body awareness. This stage includes the devel-
opment of body scheme, reflex maternity (establishing necessary safety reflexes), postural security
(confidence in maintaining balance and posture), bilateral integration (awareness of both sides of the
body), motor planning (planning and executing movements), and the ability to screen sensory input,
enabling children to discern which sensory information requires focused attention.

3) The following building block, Perceptual-Motor Development, serves as a bridge to higher
cognitive functions. Children develop more complex abilities, such as auditory language skills (effec-
tive hearing and speaking), visual-spatial perception (understanding visual information and spatial
relationships), and eye-hand coordination (using visual input to guide hand movement), ocular motor
control, postural adjustment, and attentional skills, which allow children to sustain focus — a vital
component for successful learning.

4) At the top, Intellectual/Cognitive Development serves as the final building block, where chil-
dren demonstrate readiness for academic tasks, daily living activities, and behaviour management.
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Much like the pinnacle of a well-built structure, this level relies on the stability of the foundational
sensory and motor skills below. If these foundational skills are not solidly established, higher-level
learning and behaviour may be compensated but remain unstable.

In summary, the Pyramid of Learning highlights how each developmental building block sup-
ports the next, underscoring the importance of addressing each stage fully to unlock children’s aca-
demic and personal potential. Teachers who possess neuropedagogical knowledge and understand
this framework hold the key to supporting a child’s journey from sensory development to cognitive
readiness, fostering a well-rounded and resilient foundation for lifelong learning.

Regarding the neuropedagogical method, the development and academic success of well-balanced
children are fundamentally supported by a well-functioning nervous system. This understanding is
essential in neuropedagogical approach, which provides educators with the knowledge to compre-
hend crucial developmental building blocks beyond cognitive and academic aspects, pointing out
(recognizing) the interrelated nature of sensory, motor, and cognitive growth.

Conclusions. In perspective, teachers will be able to understand the different learning styles of
children and be able to apply neuroeducational techniques (adapted teaching material) that are appro-
priate for children’s development and accelerate the development of slow learners. Neuropedagogical
method incorporates educational strategies in accordance with developmental phases that need to be
completed in the Pyramid of Learning (Williams and Shellenberger).

Neuroscience offers a substantial basis for the advancement of educational reforms and strategies,
elucidating aspects of the learning process that can guide the creation of more efficacious pedagogical
methodologies [9]. Targeted professional development programs, resource sharing, and collaborative
networks can effectively facilitate the effective implementation of these strategies by empowering
educators. Moreover, the establishment of partnerships with neurodiversity organisations can signifi-
cantly enrich these initiatives by equipping educators with valuable insights and practical resources
specifically designed to support all learners. In addition, the integration of technology within these
initiatives has the potential to enhance personalised learning experiences, enabling educators to tailor
their instructional methodologies to align more closely with the unique needs and preferences of indi-
vidual students. By employing data analytics and adaptive learning platforms, educators are able to
monitor student progress in real-time, thereby enabling them to make informed adjustments to their
instructional strategies.

By implementing structured neuropedagogical models based on the Pyramid of Learning in the
educational system, we ensure that sensory and motor readiness are addressed as integral components
of the educational system. While promising, the integration of the Pyramid of Learning in educational
settings may face challenges related to training resources for teachers and standardised implementa-
tion. Future studies should explore these limitations to strengthen practical applications in diverse
contexts.

Effective implementation of the Pyramid of Learning by Williams and Shellenberger relies on
comprehensive educator training, giving teachers the skills needed to apply neuropedagogical meth-
ods that enhance sensory-cognitive development and address diverse learning needs. Meanwhile,
such training not only supports student engagement and academic success but also aligns with global
educational standards, as reflected in European initiatives, underscoring the value of harmonizing
practices across international contexts.

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INCLUSIVE TOURISM AS A MEANS OF REHABILITATION
OF PERSONS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS:
THEORETICAL COMPONENT OF THE PROBLEM

The paper considers the key points of the inclusive tourism in Ukraine and its impact on psychological and social
rehabilitation of people with disabilities. Social and political reality of present-day Ukraine have caused definite shifts in
its social structure. The number of people who need separate or complex types of rehabilitation have increased greatly
what challenged professionals in social and psychological spheres.

Nowadays, Ukrainian scholars are working on the development of theoretical and practical background for inclusive-
rehabilitative tourism which will facilitate the wholesome integration of tourists with special needs into society. In
particular, the authors define possibilities for rehabilitation for various categories of people with special needs by
involving them into all types of tourism. The paper mentions physical and social influences of this sphere of rest and
pastime on disabled people as well as their effectiveness depending on the conditions of use.

As far as the practice shows, the most widely required trends are social activity in towns and villages, work with
children and young people who has suffered from Russian aggression, social and psychological rehabilitation of university
students with disabilities. A separate category comprises veterans of Russian-Ukrainian war who require special care and
specific methods of rehabilitation.

The scholars conclude that tourism has to become a powerful tool in self-confidence and potential to overcome different
obstacles for disabled people. The ability to see the beauty and variety of Ukraine facilitates individual development and
social integration.

At present, the most accessible kind of rest and rehabilitation is “green tourism” which comprises the hosts’hospitality
and healthy recreation in the open air while enjoying healthy food-stuffs and cozy family atmosphere. It is ideal for
rehabilitation; besides, it combines exercising, physical training and positive communication.

Though there is considerable scholarly material concerning the described type of tourism, some of its aspects still lack
proper investigation. There is a number of directions characterized by specific peculiarities resulting from the realia of
our country. They have to be considered and solved.
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Firstly, rehabilitative potential of inclusive tourism in the war period has to be monitored in respect to material and
financial provision of the discussed kind of tourism for disabled people. Professionals in the museum sphere, tourism, and
social and psychological services have to commonly develop programs and tourist routes to the most distant and popular
locations in Ukraine, taking into consideration war and military challenges. Physical and social influences on the tourists
have to be born in mind, too.

Moreover, there are important problems meant to be solved by tourism operators and professionals who have to
provide successful and safe trips for special category of tourists, on the one hand, and employees of the state museums,
environment protection structures, cultural and historical institutions for free access of such tourists to the objects —
on the other. Special attention should be paid to barrier free entrance to fortification objects being often fortification
monuments, routes in natural parks and reserves, rehabilitation and recreational complexes and places of residence.

Elimination of the presented obstacles and solution of the problems will help to rehabilitate the people due to physical
activity, increase of psychological stability of their organism. Social and cultural rehabilitation is of great importance,
too, which is to be handled through a number of measures for strengthening psychological force aimed at permanent inner
development and finally recovery of the cultural status of a disabled person as a personality. Most importantly, inclusive
tourism aims at psychological rehabilitation meant to improve psychic health of the disabled via involving them into
active rest and tourism.

The present paper is an attempt to disclose theoretical trends and priorities of rehabilitation potential of inclusive
tourism in present-day Ukraine. It proves that only combined efforts of scholars, professionals, state and local governing
bodies, tourist business and public organizations can develop and improve theoretical grounds and practical application
of inclusive tourism at present. Evolution of this tourism segment is vital due to the social requirements and perspective
within European integration and adaptation to the European tourist market.

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CHALLENGES OF DIGITALIZATION IN EDUCATION
AND THE ROLE OF PEDAGOGICAL MASTERY
IN THEIR RESOLUTION

The article explores the challenges of digitalization in education and the significance of pedagogical mastery in ad-
dressing these issues. It highlights the relevance of digital transformation, which drives substantial changes in the edu-
cational environment. The authors emphasize the need to develop digital competencies among future educators to ensure
their readiness for professional activities in a digital society.

The aim of the study is to identify the problems of digitalization in education and define the key conceptual parameters
for addressing them through enhancing pedagogical mastery.

The study analyzes the primary barriers to digitalization, including digital inequality (regional, socio-economic, in-
dividual, and sectoral), issues of privacy and security, and insufficient adaptation of digital tools to various educational
formats. It concludes that these challenges negatively impact the effectiveness of the educational process, particularly due
to limited access to technologies, learning resources, and programs.

Special attention is given to the role of pedagogical mastery in the context of digitalization. It is noted that a modern
educator must not only possess a high level of professional competence but also critical thinking skills, the ability to use
digital tools effectively, and the capacity to adapt them to individual educational trajectories of learners. The importance
of self-education and participation in professional development activities is substantiated, as these are essential for con-
tinuous updating of knowledge and skills in the digital environment.

The authors stress the necessity of creating an inclusive and equitable educational space that accommodates the
diverse needs of participants in the educational process. Digitalization, as a vital element of modern pedagogy, simulta-
neously offers new opportunities and presents challenges to educators, requiring innovative approaches to teaching. The
article provides recommendations for improving the efficiency of the educational process and adapting to the conditions
of a digital society.

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HISTORICAL BACKGROUND AND DEVELOPMENT OF INCLUSIVE
EDUCATION IN THE CONDITIONS OF MODERN CHALLENGES
(COMPARATIVE ASPECT)

Abstract. The article explores the issues of historical development and organization of inclusive education for children
with special needs in the context of modern challenges. The comparative aspect allows us to identify the specifics of the
implementation of inclusive practices in educational systems, in particular, in Ukraine and the leading countries of the
European Union. The author emphasizes the influence of social, economic and cultural factors on the implementation
of an inclusive approach and notes the main achievements and problems that arise in the process of integrating students
with special educational needs.

The article analyzes the historical roots of inclusive education, starting with the movement for the rights of persons
with disabilities in the twentieth century and the development of international agreements such as the UN Convention on
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. These documents laid the foundation for a modern approach to education that
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takes into account the diverse needs of students. The author analyzes the stages of development of inclusive education in
different countries, including Ukraine and Europe, focusing on the social, cultural and political factors that have influenced
the implementation of inclusive practices. The author also discusses models of inclusive education, their advantages and
disadvantages, as well as the situation with the training of teachers who play a key role in the implementation of inclusive
initiatives.

The author notes that the process of development of inclusive education in the educational process in the historical
aspect was gradual and depended on the development of the legal, economic and social components of society. The article
emphasizes that the principles that determine the relationship between theory and practice, namely the principle of social
adaptation, the principle of humanity, the principle of synergy, the principle of supporting the child s independent activity
and the principle of individualism, are of particular importance in the methodological substantiation of inclusion. The
article analyzes the main historical stages of the development of inclusive education abroad and in Ukraine, taking into
account the needs and problems that arise in the process of introducing this form of education in the educational process.
The proposed recommendations are aimed at improving the practice of inclusive education, taking into account the
experience of countries that have achieved significant success in this area.

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ANALYSIS OF THE SPECIFICITIES OF COACHING
IN WORKING WITH TEENAGERS

The rapid development of the modern world places high demands on every individual. We have drawn attention to an
extremely vulnerable age category — teenagers.

The purpose of writing this publication is to study the features of coaching and the feasibility and possibilities of
its use in working with teenagers. The article highlights the interpretation of the concept of “coaching”, which means

“helping a person move from where they are to where they want to be”.

The main goal of a coach is to help the client realize his needs to achieve specific life goals and to help reveal his
potential through real actions in real life conditions. It has been determined that the demand for coaching for teenagers
is growing due to parents’ awareness of the importance of the child’s personal development, his internal state as the basis
for future success and the importance of professional support for these processes.

Adolescence is especially in need of coaching support, which helps develop key skills: the ability to set clear goals,
plan the necessary actions and find motivation to achieve them, to be aware of one's strengths and use them effectively
in life; to mobilize resources to overcome life’s challenges; to understand one’s emotions and manage them to achieve
positive results; to believe in ones own strengths, abilities, and consciously move towards meaningful goals; to use
curiosity as a tool for solving problems, and to realize that the quality of the process directly affects the final result.

Researched through the analysis of scientific literature and practical experience, taking into account the peculiarities
of a coach'’s work with teenagers and the general goal of coaching, a number of requests can be identified with which
teenagers most often turn to a coach. Among them: improving overall performance at school or in individual subjects;
planning and successful implementation of preparation for exams, improving relationships with peers, parents, and
teachers; mastering the skills of effective planning and rational use of time; developing the ability to self-regulate in
stressful situations,; awareness and effective use of one s own emotions; analysis of difficulties at school or at home and

finding ways to solve them. The article also identifies the services that a coach can provide to a teenager.

Therefore, as a result of the data analysis, it is appropriate to focus on the feasibility of using coaching in working with
teenagers and the need for further, more detailed research into coaching technologies for use in working with teenagers.

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FOREIGN EXPERIENCE OF SOCIAL WORK
WITH WAR VETERANS

The purpose of the study is to analyze the main methods and structural components of social support for veterans
in the USA, Great Britain, Canada, Australia and Germany to develop recommendations for the implementation of an
effective system of social assistance in Ukrainian conditions. The research methodology includes a comparative analysis
of foreign models of social work with veterans, a review of publications, studies and regulatory documents describing the
experience of these countries in the field of veteran support. The main methods are a systematic approach to structure
the elements of social support and a comparative analysis to identify key differences and similarities between different
models. The results of the work show that in all considered countries, the main components of social support for veterans
are medical care, psychological rehabilitation, social adaptation and professional reintegration programs. Common to
the overseas experience is the provision of comprehensive psychological care, especially for veterans with post-traumatic
stress disorder (PTSD), including individual and group therapy, support for veteran families, and social interaction
programs. Job training and rvetraining programs, such as the GI Bill program in the US, provide veterans with access to
education and employment, contributing to their economic stability. Non-governmental organizations play an important
role in supporting veterans in the UK and Canada, while in Germany social support for veterans is closely linked to
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the Bundeswehr welfare system. The conclusions of the study indicate that the successful implementation of elements
of foreign experience in Ukraine can significantly improve the quality of life of veterans by providing them with the
appropriate level of support and adaptation. It is recommended to develop a national system of psychological assistance
for veterans with PTSD, as well as to create programs for families of veterans that would provide comprehensive support.
Adaptation of professional reintegration programs and cooperation with non-governmental organizations can increase
the effectiveness of supporting veterans in Ukrainian society.
