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SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL BARRIERS IN LANGUAGE TRAINING
IN INCLUSIVE INSTITUTIONS OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Introduction. In the development of society's vital activities and digitalization of the modern world, more and more psychological
barriers arise in mastering new educational material, self-identification of young people in the profession and in public life. In the
search for their own place in society and in acquiring a profession, young people with special educational needs and young people with
disabilities are presented with many stereotypes and barriers regarding their own intellectual potential, motivation to study, students
with disabilities move to the risk group and experience a state of crisis. which prevent the full development of the personality.

Purpose is to identify the features of the emergence of psychological barriers in learning of foreign language and to explore and to
suggest basic approaches for the overcoming these barriers in the inclusive institutions.

Results. There are a number of barriers in the acquisition of a foreign language by students, which cause problems in the perception
of foreign language vocabulary and the mastery of practical communication skills in the foreign language.

In the psychological and pedagogical literature, devoted to the study of psychological barriers, the priority issue of the communicative
competence formation on the basis of the formed linguistic competence is highlighted.

In our opinion, the key in the prevention and overcoming of psychological barriers should underline the effective organization of
the education, shifting the emphasis from the acquisition of theoretical knowledge to practical learning, highlighting the practical value
of a foreign language in the profession communication, profession development and growth of the future professionals in economics,
social work, finance, accounting and taxation, psychology, etc.

The idea that every student, despite of the difficulties, associated with health problems, has not only the constitutional right, but
also moral and spiritual, and equal opportunities to learn a foreign language is argued in the article. In this context, it is important to
choose the tools for the teacher to work with students with special educational needs.

It should be noted the key role of the teacher in the context of overcoming psychological barriers in the learning of a foreign language,
because the teacher has the task not only to provide new knowledge to students, but also to apply pedagogical measures of preventive
nature, which will prevent psychological barriers, building an appropriate communicative interaction and communication strategy.

In modern conditions of socio-economic development
and rapid development of innovative methods,
approaches in the context of modernization of the higher
education institutions system, trends and directions in
the development of modern communication in the field
of business, economics, managment, psychology and
international relations, partnership, the need for effective
language training of future specialists, its importance and
requirements for knowledge and free communication of
future specialists in the economic profile and socionomic
professions. Today, language training is an integral
component of professional training and the formation of
the attractiveness of a future specialist on the labor market.

Introduction. In the conditions of globalization,
the creation and improvement of a single global space,
and with the aim of an educational and professional
environment for effective communication in the field of
education, science, economics, psychology, social work,
information and communication spheres of society
activity, the need for a high level of language training
of future specialists in institutions of higher education is
increasing. One of the main conditions of such training
is the study and mastery of the foreign language skills.
The modern socio-economic relations awareness,
educational, scientific and professional partnerships are
impossible without foreign language communication.
The importance and relevance of mastering the
spontaneous communication skills by means of a foreign
language is increased.

In the conditions of studying the psychological
features of foreign language perception, one of the
important issues in the modern discourse of the
development of education and science is the development
of communicative skills, the emergence and overcoming
of obstacles and barriers.

During the study and mastering of communicative
skills of communication and discussion of professional
topics, expression of one's own thoughts, construction
of monologic and dialogic speech, anxiety, insecurity
and fear arise in students, students become vulnerable
to overcoming barriers and do not have the opportunity
to successfully and effectively learn a foreign language.

Therefore, among the important competences in
mastering a foreign language is the communicative

aspect and the communicative skills of spontaneous
communication by means of a foreign language.

Analysis of recent research and publications.

Many researchers devote to the study of psychological
barriers, individual reactions to changes that cause
the emergence of psychological barriers. In particular,
the theoretical and methodological components of the
emergence and origin of psychological barriers in the
context of psychoanalytic theory are devoted to the
study of Z. Freud and Z. Freud's followers — K. Jung, O.
Fenihel, K. Horney.

Features of the study of psychological barriers are
considered in the context of the humanistic concept of
the individual — A. Maslow, K. Rogers and the cognitive
direction of the interpretation of the personality in the
works of J. Kelly. Psychological barriers are studied in
different ways: depending on the nature of the barriers,
the essence and methods of analysis.

In general psychology, barriers are classified as
cognitive, emotional, meaningful, tactical, etc. In
addition, in the activity approach, the researchers
distinguish the following groups of barriers: motivational
and operational, which are manifested in the behavioral,
cognitive, and affective spheres.

In pedagogical science, the study of psychological
barriers takes place in the context of the study of
problems of barriers in the interaction of participants
in the educational process: pedagogical barriers as a
didactic problem within the framework of psychological
(Glazkova I. Ya. [4]), peculiarities of the emergence of
barriers in the period the development of age-related
crises of pupils and students during education (T.O.
Mitsik [11]), barriers in pedagogical communication
(M.P. Kozyrev [9]), the emergence of barriers during the
establishment of interaction in the professional activities
of teachers (I. V. Androschuk [1]) and others.

Purpose of the article — to reveal the peculiarities of
the emergence of psychological barriers during the study
of a foreign language and to investigate and propose
the main approaches to overcoming these barriers in
inclusive institutions.

Presentation of the main research material.

A number of barriers are observed in the acquisition
of a foreign language by students of education, which
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cause problems in the perception of foreign language
vocabulary and mastering of practical communication
skills by means of the foreign language.

In the psychological and pedagogical literature
devoted to the study of psychological barriers, the
priority issue of forming communicative competence on
the basis of formed linguistic competence is highlighted.

According to V. Humboldt, the purpose of
language teaching is to convey knowledge about its
general structure. Research and development of the
communicative method are contained in the works of U.
Littlewood, G. Pifo, G. Widdowson, etc., who made a
significant contribution to the definition and justification
of the communicative method, which is focused on
organizing the learning process in the context of real
speech communication.

According to the Ukrainian researcher F. Batsevich,
"communicative personality manifests itself in language
activity, in communication it possesses flexible positional,
role and communicative strategies and tactics" [2]. The
intensive use of interactive means of communication
during distance learning, information and communication
resources for mastering the English language, which
replace classes in the classroom with educational distance
classes, at the initial stage of education, causes insecurity
of the participants of the educational process, anxiety, fear
of learning and communicating using the means of the
English language and others.

These emotional states are the causes of psychological
barriers in learning a foreign language.

By psychological barriers, we mean obstacles and a
mental state that occurs before or during the performance
of an educational activity, which prevents the activity
from starting, or stops it. Such psychological barriers are
most often observed when building communication in a
foreign language.

According to 1. Zyazyun, communication barriers
can be classified as follows: physical (distance, space
and time, by which the teacher distances himself from
the students); Gnostic (situation during teaching,
when the teacher does not pay enough attention to
the adaptation of his own foreign language speech to
the level of student understanding, expresses himself
quickly, too complexly, in long sentences); emotional;
psychological; aesthetic [7].

Numerous works are devoted to the study of
psychological barriers and their occurrence in the
acquisition of a foreign language: O. L. Vysotska, O. V.
Ivaniga,A.A. Kaskevich,N. V. Sopilko, N. V. Marchenko,
A. V. Massanova etc. In addition, it is important to
compare and contrast the means of the native language
and foreign language, the density of communication
and the low level of inclusion of a foreign language
in the student's practical communicative activity, the
formation of the process of learning a foreign language
and learning various types of speech activity, etc.

For instance, N.V. Marchenko, among the
psychological barriers in learning a foreign language,
singles out the following: overcoming the "initial
fear of such a seemingly difficult task", the barrier of
understanding, the barrier of speaking, the school barrier

and the intercultural barrier [10].

In our opinion, the key factors in preventing and
overcoming psychological barriers should be the
effective organization of training, the emotional content
of training, shifting the emphasis from the assimilation
of theoretical knowledge to practical educational
activities, highlighting the practical value of a foreign
language in professional communication, professional
formation and growth of future specialists in the fields
of economics, social work, finance, accounting and
taxation, psychology, etc. According to Professor Jack
Richards, it is emotion that is often an important issue
"which relates to influence, influence refers to a number
of emotional factors that can influence language learning
and language use" (“Emotions are often a feature of
language classes ... One important issue relates to affect.
Affect refers to a number of emotional factors that may
influence language learning and language use”) [14].

Therefore, during the assimilation of theoretical and
practical material from a foreign language, the following
equivalent components should be taken into account:
language learning and language use. In our opinion,
the effective organization of learning and teaching, the
formation of a favorable atmosphere for mastering a
foreign language in order to overcome psychological
barriers, should undoubtedly include:

— correctly constructed motivation for learning a
foreign language, in which the professional component
is the key, which determines the practical significance of
studying professional topics and discussing them with
the means of a foreign language, the ability to apply a
developmental strategy in overcoming barriers both
under the direct guidance of the teacher and during
independent study of individual foreign language topics;

— creation of an effective psychological atmosphere,
which will involve the inclusion of all participants in
the educational process and exclude the appearance of
negative emotional states (fear of being rejected by other
members of society, unclear or not understanding others,
fear of failure, communicative fear — fear of making a
mistake, which is often provoked by previous negative
experience regarding learning a foreign language, etc.).

With the development of inclusive education and
training in the education system and the construction of
an inclusive environment in which all participants in the
educational process are equal and have equal access to
educational space and materials, an important issue is the
development of theoretical and methodological tools and
the creation of favorable conditions for the inclusion of
students with disabilities in joint educational process of
mastering educational material, as well as for interaction
in the educational process with students with disabilities
(with physical impairments and with impairments of
intellectual development).

Inclusive education involves the creation of a
favorable atmosphere and equal conditions for learning
and socialization of each student, however, the
organization of this work requires the teacher to have
theoretical knowledge, competencies and possession
of effective practical psychological and pedagogical
techniques.
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In the practice of teaching children with special
educational needs, with impairment of sight, hearing,
locomotor apparatus, there are many barriers to equal
access to educational material, its assimilation, to
communication with peers by means of a foreign
language.

Turning to the innovative experience of practicing
teachers, it is possible to highlight the main forms
of interaction between the teacher and students with
disabilities. In particular, to overcome barriers in
learning a foreign language for visually impaired
students, teachers widely use audio materials to master
communication skills. Visual impairment in students can
significantly affect the formation of important skills and
cognitive mechanisms in foreign language educational
material, because in children with visual impairment,
fragmentation is observed, the completeness of the view
suffers, slowness of perception, observation.

According to the teacher LI. Dryga, among the
actual methods for use in learning English with visually
impaired children, the following can be distinguished:

— watching and listening to films, cartoons, videos,
taking into account the student's interests, as well as
viewing interviews of favorite actors and actresses,
trailers for films/cartoons;

— listening to songs (even background listening);

— listening to audio books, during this process you
can write out words by sound, find them by voice search
online, correct your own spelling, thanks to which words
are involuntarily fixed in memory even with correct
spelling;

— application of Pimsler's method, which is based on
listening — the audio recording reproduces phrases and
sentences in English, and then repeats them in Ukrainian;

— description and signing of objects that surround the
student, recording the details, which allows to actively
introduce English into everyday life and to note the
practical importance of language learning;

— using games (including games on smartphones and
other gadgets)/ converting the gadget into English;

— situational situations from everyday life/role plays
that motivate mental activity due to the fact that students
find themselves in a situation where their ability to
communicate using a foreign language is actualized,
to be able to listen and understand the interlocutor, to
exchange information, etc.;

— communication with friends online;

— walks with speaking, etc. [5].

According to the teacher, the main task of
typhloppsychology is to compensate for "the lack of
vision due to the intensification of the work of other
analyzers (hearing, touch), as well as the formation of
the feeling of an obstacle", in order to build images,
the processes of imagination can be connected, the
formation of logical memory precedes the development
of visual memory [5].

Inthe acquisition of a foreign language by children with
dyslexia and dysgraphia, the most important problem is
uncertainty. As the author of the online course "English for
children with dyslexia and dysgraphia", Olena Ukrainska,
notes, it is in individual foreign language classes in the

process of communication that "communication with
the same children should make them more confident in
their own abilities" [13]. According to the pedagogue,
it is communication, and not concentration on learning
the means of a foreign language, that contributes to the
development of communication skills of children with
dyslexia and dysgraphia.

In her opinion, in the process of teaching children with
special needs, a number of pedagogical and corrective
measures should be implemented, which will prevent
the emergence of psychological barriers in children's
communication and the mastering of practical skills of
foreign language communication, the use of art therapy
methods, neurocorrection, global and easy reading, and
other psychological — pedagogical methods.

Art therapy methods are actively used to teach
younger schoolchildren with mild visual impairment.

In particular, according to Y. Boichuk, O. Kazachiner,
when using drawing, making letters from various materials
(sticks, ribbons, plasticine), feeling and guessing letters
made of plasticine, drawing pictures with plasticine in
pairs while observing the frame of the picture with the
aim of " development of fine motor skills, correlation
of colors" significantly facilitated the assimilation of
material from a foreign language [3, p. 152].

To master reading skills in a foreign language by
students with mild visual impairments, Yu. Boichuk and
0. Kazachiner offered texts "with enlarged and brighter
font, which were typed on a computer and printed;
with the aim of developing spatial orientation — while
familiarizing students with prepositions of place and
direction — didactic games were used to search for this
or that object hidden in the classroom" [3, p. 153].

The authors emphasize that the creation of an
inclusive environment for children with disabilities is
extremely necessary, because it creates "an environment
where all students, regardless of their educational needs,
are able to learn more effectively, improve their social
competence, improve communication skills, and also
feel part of the community" [ 3, p. 153].

At the same time, the question of learning a foreign
language by students with hearing impairment, hard of hearing
and deaf remains open. According to A. Zamsha, "mastering
sounding (pronunciation), building and strengthening the
sound-letter connection in English is the most difficult for
children with hearing impairments" [6, p. 93].

A. Zamsha defends the opinion that there is an urgent
need for the use of special techniques and methodologies
for teaching students with hearing impairment, because
the use of classical approaches and strategies for learning
English, as well as "the formation of the ability to read,
in particular for children with hearing impairments, are
ineffective due to the specifics of language and speech
development in conditions of auditory deprivation"
[6, p. 94]. The researcher notes that in deaf pedagogy,
a comprehensive approach to teaching students with
hearing impairments English as a foreign language has
not yet been formed.

However, in this article, we defend the opinion that
every student of education, regardless of the difficulty
in connection with a health disorder, has not only a
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constitutional right, but also a moral and spiritual one,
and equal opportunities to master a foreign language.
In this context, it is the choice of tools for a teacher's
work with a student with special educational needs that
is important.

Thus, the work of a teacher and the search for
methodologies and technologies for working with a
student with a disability depends on the peculiarities of
physical development, as well as the student's linguistic
knowledge, skills and interests.

To overcome the psychological barrier of speaking and
exchanging information, as well as to create conditions
for the socialization of students with special educational
needs, attention should be paid to communicative
barriers, because often psychological barriers arise as a
result of difficulties in mastering lexical and grammatical
material, the student of education has to feel like a full-
fledged participant in the educational process, who is on
a par with other students without physical and mental
health disorders, has the opportunity to communicate,
study educational material, adequately respond to
spontaneous dialogue, communicative situations in
mastering professional communicative topics.

Therefore, in relation to learning lexical material, it
is important to focus students on learning new words
and expressions in context, with maximum involvement
of all types of memory: logical, visual, motor, auditory
(using the method of mnemonic associations, selection
of synonyms and antonyms, etc.).

In order to avoid the emergence of psychological
barriers in speech activity, the teacher needs to create an
atmosphere of confidence in the student's abilities, the
ability to instantly respond to a communicative situation,
and readiness for spontaneous communication. This
will be facilitated by the study and free use of clichéd

expressions, speech formulas, which, according to N.
Morgunova and S. Prykhodko, "help to get rid of tension
in speech and make it more alive" [12, p. 112].

Such formulas and clichés, substitutes for pauses,
according to researchers, are well, I see, you know, I
mean, actually/in fact, etc. These expressions increase
the student's level of confidence in his personal abilities,
strengthen the student's belief in his own intellectual
potential, help to conduct a dialogue professionally by
establishing contact with the interlocutor, and allow the
student to gain time to understand the interlocutor and
find the appropriate words to formulate his own opinion.

Depending on the nosologies, the teacher should use
audio and visual aids to develop reading, speaking and
listening skills.

Conclusions and suggestions. In our opinion, in a
modern inclusive higher education institution, a student
must be included in the language environment, taking
into account his level of knowledge and mastery of a
foreign language, and feel comfortable in the appropriate
language environment.

Therefore, agreeing with O. V. Ivaniga [8], one
should note the key role of the teacher in the context
of students overcoming psychological barriers while
learning a foreign language, because the teacher has
the task not only to provide new knowledge to students,
but also to apply pedagogical measures of preventive
of a nature that will provide for the prevention of the
possibility of the emergence of psychological barriers,
building the appropriate communicative interaction
and communicative strategy. After all, this strategy will
contribute to the effective learning of a foreign language,
the organization of an effective educational space and
the process of learning new competencies, which is
optimal and pleasant for students and teachers.
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THE ROLE OF THE FAMILY ON THE FORMATION OF STUDENTS'
PERCEPTIONS WITH DISABILITY ABOUT FUTURE MARRIAGE LIFE

Introduction. The article analyzes the role of the family in society as the basis of psychosocial, cultural and educational, economic,
moral and spiritual renewal of the state. The article affirms the opinion and idea that the family is an important social institution that
stands at the origins and formation of all individuals without exception. Ways of harmonizing the family and an effective approach to
its formation, the formation of ideas about the future family among young people with disabilities are highlighted. The main studies
devoted to the peculiarities of the functioning of families, their structure, as well as different approaches to understanding the family
and marriage are disclosed.

Purpose. To analyze and determine the role of the family in the development of young people with disabilities as an important
psychological component of the life of society, as well as to prove that one of the important psychological functions of the family is
the preparation and upbringing of the next generations, since the role of parenthood has a socio-cultural nature and includes a system
of norms and values determined by culture and society, which determine the distribution between parents of the duties or functions of
caring for children and, necessarily, their upbringing in the family; regulate the content and characteristics of roles, models and patterns
of role behavior.

The main characteristics and signs of the family as a small social group are highlighted, i.e. the necessity of integral psychological
factors (family interests, public opinion, psychological climate, etc.), which arise and strengthen with the birth and development of the
family; the existence of defining parameters of the family, that is, the group as a whole. An analysis of the importance of the family and,
especially, family upbringing in the formation of the personality of a child, especially with a disability, was carried out. It is noted that
the family at the current stage of the development of society is in dire need of multifaceted help: material, psychological, cultural, etc.

Results. The article identifies and suggests important ways to improve educational influences and strengthen the modern family.
Preparation of young people for married life should be carried out at all stages of their age development and be inseparable from the
general problems of upbringing.

Key words: family, idea of family; the influence of the parental family; married life.

Analysis of recent research and publications. An
important place in the state policy of Ukraine is occupied
by the family, as a powerful source of psychological,
social, economic, moral, spiritual strengthening and
growth of society and the individual, which in crisis
conditions is able to withstand psychological, economic,
social overloads, while providing ethical, psychological
and spiritual support of a normal person or a person with a
disability [10, c. 5]. As scientists (Alekseenko T., Postovy
V.) prove: "the family is always at the center of complex
socio-economic processes of micro- and macro-society.

In the process of historical development, under the
influence of the prevailing mode of production, lifestyle
and social relations, the relations between family and
society, family and individual have systematically
changed and are changing.

The progress of society is interconnected with the
elimination and reduction of discrimination against
women at work, in various spheres, in marriage
legislation, with significant changes in family functions,
ensuring conditions for improving family relations,
strengthening and expanding education. All socio-
economic, cultural processes, positive and negative,
occurring in society, affect the life of the family, which
is the center of society.

The family and its moral position are directly
influenced by factors of the surrounding social
environment: socioeconomic processes of production
and labor teams, everyday life [7, c. 36-37].

We agree with the opinion that the family is,
according to the definition of many scientists, a small
social group that is either a powerful factor in the
development and emotional and psychological support
of an individual or a source of a person's mental trauma
and various personality disorders associated with it. As a
stable and important social institution, it creates a basis
for personality formation. The point is not only that
family education is the foundation compared to other
social forms of education.

It is about the fact that family and educational
relationships are formed and function on the basis of
feelings, intimacy of people, their family ties, desires,
common life, etc. [1; 8]. The importance of the family
is determined by the orientation of each of its members.

When a person relies on the norms, values and
opinions of group (family) members, the group acts as

a referent (significant), with which a person compares
himself as a standard. In this case, the family acts as a
source of social attitudes and value orientations of the
individual. Focusing on a significant group, a person
learns and evaluates himself, his own actions, lifestyle
and ideals.

It can be argued that the family as a reference group
has two important functions - normative and comparative
[2,c. 57].

The most important function of the family is the
upbringing of the younger generation, which is a social
function. Parental roles have a socio-cultural nature
and are characterized by a system of norms and rules
specified by society, which regulate the distribution
between parents of the responsibilities of caring for
children and raising them in the family; determine the
content of roles, models of role behavior.

"Parents are responsible to society for organizing
a system of conditions that correspond to the child's
age characteristics at each stage of ontogenesis and
provide optimal opportunities for his personal and
mental development," Kon believed. In the history of
parenthood, the tendency to increase the importance of
the institution of the family is becoming more and more
obvious. Previously, the responsibility for raising a child
rested with society, while individual parenthood affected
only a certain period, until the child began to work or until
the child began to perform its social functions [4, c. 201].

According to M.I. Lisina, the important tasks of the
family at the current stage of society's development
are the formation of the child's basic needs - the need
for emotional acceptance, social contact, basic trust in
the world (E. Erikson) and attachment (J. Bowlby, M.
Ainsworth) in childhood [1-3].

Purpose and main tasks: studying ways to strengthen
the family and finding an approach to its successful
formation, forming ideas about a possible harmonious
future family among young people with disabilities.
The productivity and emotional and positive nature of
interpersonal relationships, their priority, reliability and
stability, joint activity and cooperation with adults of a
child with a disability, as an example of competence,
basic support and initiation to independent activity
make the family a unique structure that provides unique
conditions for personal and intellectual development of
the child [2; 7].
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In this case, we can say that the family educates the
tastes, needs, and inclinations of the younger generation.
First of all, it depends on her how much a young person
will be able to remain herself, resist incomprehensible
and destructive fashion, etc.

The essence of emotional relations between family
members was revealed by the well-known teacher Vasyl
Sukhomlynsky [9], who emphasized that normal moral
development, harmony of love, happiness (and the moral
health of a person depends on harmony) are possible
only if the child is convinced that her parents need her
very, very much.

Presentation of the main research material. It is
important to single out several main features of a family
(a small social group), namely: the presence of integral
psychological characteristics that are formed with
the emergence and development of a family (public
opinion, psychological climate, family interests, etc.);
the existence of the main characteristics of the family
(group) as a whole. A family characteristic is an indicator
that characterizes a certain property or feature.

Despite the fact that the family has significant
educational opportunities, in practice they are not fully
realized. There are various reasons for this, both social and
psychological. The thesis that a person receives the first
experience of social interaction in the family, as the most
important institution of socialization of the individual,
becomes important. Throughout a person's life, the family
(parental, and then own) continues to be the determining
place for obtaining such experience [8, c. 68-69].

According to Antonov M., Sheveldina O., Holod S.,
the family can be considered as a model and as a form of
basic life training of an individual. A child gains social
experience through direct interaction (relationships)
with parents, siblings, and older family members, and
at the same time, the socialization process is ensured
through the child's observations of the features of social
interaction (relationships) between other family members
[3; 6; 7]. Relationships between people in any sphere
of their lives, and especially in the family, are the most
essential component for ensuring the so-called "quality of
life". Everyone wants to avoid suffering, to feel happy.

According to S. Lukashkov, the family is an
important institution and a special social system that is
a component of society and includes other subsystems
(family members), it is a small social group, a primary
collective. This allows us to assert such characteristics of
the family as: blood, marriage, love, intergenerational,
adopted ties between family members, feelings of
safety, protection, family feelings, respect; common
life and cohabitation of family members; availability
of functions in society (types of family activities); the
rights of the family in society and the rights of family
members in the family, duties towards each other and
responsibility before the state [3].

The most important function of the family, according
to Mudryk A., is ensuring the personal happiness of
people, reproduction and upbringing of the young
generation thanks to effective mutual assistance and
mutual moral responsibility - it implies the realization
of goals that go beyond family relationships and are

socially determined and socially significant [ 6, p. 89].
In order to get a complete picture of the family, it is
necessary to take into account the relationships that are
formed in it, such as: husband - wife, parents - children,
children - parents, children - children.

These structural characteristics of the family, having
relative independence, represent its socio-psychological
unity. A full-fledged family is one that has all types of
relationships. Strong relationships are the foundation for
a person with a disability. The role and influence of the
family on the formation of cognitive processes, character,
self-esteem of the child, and its formation is decisive.

One of the reasons for failures or, on the contrary,
achievements in the upbringing of the younger generation
is rightly considered to be the family atmosphere. This is
due to the fact that:

1. the family influences the formation of the child's
psyche and personality, therefore it takes responsibility
for the behavior and characteristics of its child: the child's
physical and emotional development. In particular,
in early childhood, the role of the family cannot be
compensated by other institutions of socialization. In
adulthood, the importance of family influence decreases,
and in old age it increases again;

2. the family determines the formation of the
psychological gender of the child. This influence is
significant in the first three years of an individual's life.
It is in the family that the process of gender identification
takes place - the assimilation and comparison of attributes
of a certain gender (clothing, behavior patterns) with
certain personal characteristics;

3. the family plays an important role in the cognitive
development of the child, influences the child's
motivation to study, general cultural development, and
the formation of the value of continuing education and
self-education;

4. the family creates the basic prerequisites for
personal mastery of social norms and values. The family
is decisive in a person's mastery of the norms of family
roles;

5. it is in the family that the determining value
orientations of a person in the spheres of social and
interethnic relations, which shape the lifestyle, the
level of harassment, life prospects and methods of their
implementation, will be established,;

6. it is the family that performs the function of socio-
psychological support of the individual, which affects
his self-esteem, level of self-perception, character,
temperament properties and effectiveness of self-
realization.

According to A.V. Mudryka: "the family, being an
important factor in the socialization of a child, creates a
personal environment for human life and development,
the quality of which is measured by four main
parameters" [6, p. 91-93]:

1. socio-cultural, which is determined by the
educational level of each family member and their active
participation in society;

2. socio-economic, which is determined by property
gains, characteristics and employment of each family
member;
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3. technical and hygienic, which is determined by
living conditions, housing arrangement;

4. demographic, which is determined by the structure
of the family (large or nuclear, full or incomplete,
childless, small or large). Therefore, the role of the family
and family upbringing is leading in the formation of the
personality of a child, especially one with a disability.

At the same time, the modern family itself needs
material, psychological and cultural assistance.

We offer the following ways to increase the
educational potential and strengthen the modern family:

1. early preparation of young people for family life,
for fulfilling the roles of husband and wife, father and
mother;

2. formation of a valuable attitude to life, to each
specific personality;

3. increasing the priority of a healthy lifestyle and
general cultural level;

4. filling life with charitable deeds;

5. accumulation of experience of humane relations
and behavior in certain situations;

6. provision of sufficient material conditions for
family functioning.

The high level of divorces and the trend of consensual
cohabitation make it urgent to search for ways to stabilize
the family and an appropriate approach to its formation,
forming young people's ideas about the future family.

This topic is especially important for young people
with disabilities, because there are psychological
prerequisites for creating a family (need for love, sexual
orientation, independence from parents in choosing a
spouse and deciding to get married), and, accordingly,
questions and problems that require solutions and
scientifically based answers, which young men and
women must learn to find on their own in the future.

Family and school prepare a growing person for
professional work, social activities and family life.

Each of these tasks (including the third one!) is of
great importance for society. Public opinion came to
realize this relatively recently. The preparation of young
people for family life was given secondary importance
until recent years [3, p. 46].

V. A. Sukhomlynskyi was a tireless champion of
preparing the younger generation for family life. He
believed:

a) "a person must be prepared for maternal and
paternal duties almost from the cradle" [9, p. 23];

b) "raising a good mother and a good father is, strictly
speaking, the solution to a good half of all the school's
problems [9, p. 25].

In our opinion, his next thought is quite important:
"The most difficult page of human wisdom is to
understand with the mind and heart what it means to love
so that the one you love is happy, so that the one born of
love is happy. Not only personal happiness depends on
how young generations will master this great wisdom.
The beauty, moral purity, happiness of the whole society
depends on this" [9, p. 36].

Preparation of the young generation for family life
should be carried out at all stages of their age development
and be inseparable from the general problems of

upbringing. Personality is not formed individually. It is
impossible to prepare a person separately for family life,
for industrial activity, for the manifestation of an active
life position in a team, etc. [8, p. 87].

However, each area of human life and each type
of activity has its own specifics, which must be taken
into account when preparing the younger generation for
them.

Based on this, in psychology, preparation for family
life is considered, on the one hand, as part of the general
process of forming a comprehensively developed
personality, on the other hand, as a special educational
work to arm a young person with the knowledge and
skills necessary for a happy family life. In the process of
life itself, young people take over from older generations
a lot of knowledge about relationships with people of the
opposite sex, about marriage, about family, learn norms
of behavior.

All this is very valuable, but at the current pace
of life, the "natural" mechanism of transmitting such
knowledge is no longer sufficient.

Therefore, an important place should also belong
to the special preparation of the young generation for
life; to create a family in the future; to fulfill marital and
parental duties; to raising children [5, p. 25].

The methodological basis of the system of preparing
young people for family life consists of provisions on
the essence of the individual; about the determining role
of social existence in the development of consciousness;
about the social nature of the essence of education;
about the role of social practice as the main transforming
force in the formation and development of personality;
about the activity of the individual himself in mastering
knowledge, culture, and experience of socially valuable
activities; about the historically natural development of
marital and family relations.

The most important are the following provisions
contained in legislative documents; the acceleration
of socio-economic development cannot be achieved
without great work on the spiritual development of
people; it is necessary to ensure that a person is brought
up not simply as a carrier of a certain amount of
knowledge, but first of all - as a citizen of society, with
his own attitudes, morals and interests, a high culture of
work and behavior; educational work should cover all
aspects of people's life, including their daily life, leisure
time, and the sphere of family relations.

When determining the content and methods of raising
a family member, the requirements of society for the
formation and development of the individual, for the nature
of marital and family relations, should also be taken into
account. Among them, the most important are: orientation
not only for today, but also for tomorrow's perspective,
reliance on various types of activities (educational,
labor, family, social, political, artistic, sports); society's
demands on the family; the complexity of the process of
its creation; change in lifestyle and family functions; new
nature of economic relations in the family; complication
of interpersonal relations between husband and wife,
parents and children, relatives; educational potential of
the family [5, p. 126].
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Based on the methodological and theoretical
foundations, taking into account the above requirements,
it can be stated that the preparation of the young
generation for family life should include the following
directions:

1. General social, which reveals the state policy in the
field of marriage and family relations and demography,
as well as data on the way of life, on the social essence
of marriage and family relations, on the importance
of the family as the most important center of society,
on ideological values, on the social roles of men and
women and children.

2. Ethical, which includes education, first of all, of
the following moral qualities: equal social relations
with representatives of the opposite sex; friendship,
respect for mother, father, elders and juniors; needs
in raising children; responsibility, loyalty, honesty,
restraint, kindness, compliance; awareness of the moral
foundations of marital and family relations; love as the
moral basis of marriage; cultures of intimate feelings;
ideas about the ideal husband and wife, about father and
mother.

3. Legal: familiarization with the basics of legislation
on marriage and family; with the most important
provisions of family law; with the responsibilities of a
man and a woman in relation to each other, to children,
parents, to society.

4. Psychological: the formation of concepts about
the peculiarities of the psychology of interpersonal
relations of youth; about the psychological foundations
of marriage and family life, the ability to understand the
psychology of other people; development of feelings
necessary for married and family life; communication
skills, etc.

5. Physiological and hygienic, which includes
knowledge of the physiological characteristics of male
and female organisms; issues of personal hygiene, etc.

6. Pedagogical, which includes the formation of
ideas about the role of the family in raising children, its
pedagogical potential, the specifics of family education,
the educational functions of the father and mother, about
ways to improve the pedagogical culture of parents, as
well as arming youth with specific knowledge and skills
for self-education and child education .

7. Aesthetic, which includes the formation of an attitude
towards family life as an independent aesthetic value.

8. Economic: arming with knowledge about the
family budget, household culture, management skills,
etc. Thus, preparing young people for family life?
including young people with disabilities, is a complex of
comprehensive interactions with parents, teachers, peers,
with other people, with the means of culture and mass
information, as a result of which people become aware
of the peculiarities of relationships, the development of
relevant feelings, the formation of ideas, views, beliefs,
qualities and habits.

The results. In the areas of study and influence on the
individual regarding readiness for marriage and family
life, four components can be distinguished:

1. Physiological maturity and sexual readiness. It has
been proven that the beginning of the marriageable age

means the completion of a person's physical development:
growth, body weight, chest circumference, and muscles
in terms of their size in student youth approach the size
of an adult. This testifies to the ability of young people
to conceive a child without risking their life and health,
and for a girl, also the ability to bear and give birth to a
healthy child.

Family life involves human sexuality: a complex
biopsychic phenomenon, that is, the product of the
interaction of biological, psychological and social
forces. Sexual readiness is based on orientation to mutual
sexual-erotic experiences with a beloved, sometimes
idealized, partner of the opposite sex, whom a young
person trusts and whose trust he is able to respond to,
with whom he is willing and able to share responsibility
for joint work, procreation and recreation in order to
to provide opportunities for favorable development of
future children; very important are the values of anatomy
and physiology, the culture of sexual communication.

2. Social readiness. Among the important factors
of readiness to start a family in modern society, we
will single out the following: graduation, mastering
a profession or continuing higher education, finding a
job, and starting independent work. Inextricably linked
to this is socio-economic readiness for marriage, which
ensures the ability of young people to financially support
themselves and their family members.

Social readiness for married life is based on young
people's awareness that they are responsible for each other,
for their own family, for their children; understanding that
future marriage partners are equal members of society
who assume and fulfill social roles and responsibilities,
understand the legal basis of marriage.

3. Psychological readiness. Young people can be
considered ready for marriage when they have formed
their own ideal of a modern family, if they are clearly
aware of the motives for getting married, what they
expect from the family, what family relationship models
they want to build, what obligations are imposed on
them married life, parenthood.

The future young couple should be ready to create
favorable conditions for family life through well-
informed joint efforts.

In the first group of reasons, love, common views
and interests, mutual sympathy, respect and friendship,
external attractiveness, the desire to have children,
feelings of loneliness, the probability of having a child,
etc. are most often found. the second group includes
financial security, the availability of housing for the
future husband (wife), the desire to move to the city, the
will of the parents. The fact that moral regulators are
brought to the fore can only please us: our society does
not support marriages concluded for useful purposes.

Married life requires a combination of self-respect with
respect for each other, for parents. Such moral qualities
as responsibility, loyalty, honesty, restraint, kindness,
humanity, a sense of duty to one's wife (husband), family,
and children are of prime importance here.

Conclusions and suggestions. Harmonious
development of all the components described above is
important. This is possible with a healthy lifestyle of the
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older generations, with the creation of conditions for the
comprehensive development of the younger generation,
happy families. But since nowadays the reality is quite
far from this ideal, and every young person is a unique
individuality, it is not easy to achieve a harmonious
readiness for marriage. But it is not necessary to spare
effort, time, or resources. And it depends primarily

on the composition of the growing personality, on its
purposefulness, abilities, on the ethical direction and
activity of activity.

It is necessary to develop and implement scientific
and methodological programs, psychological trainings
to prepare student youth for family life in the conditions
of a higher education institution.

KAMYANETS-PODILSKY BOARDING SCHOOL OF PLANNING AND ECONOMICS:
FIRST STEPS OF ACTIVITY (1970S)

Introduction. Today, one of the priority areas of our state’s policy is the creation of an inclusive educational environment. As in
most countries of the world, in Ukraine, the concept of inclusive education is applied, as a rule, to people with disabilities, of whom
there were more than 3 million. The relevance of the mentioned problem is due to the tendency to increase the number of young people
and children who need special education, which would contribute to their social adaptation and integration into active social life.
Recent years have been marked by significant changes in the system of inclusive education.

The first steps of the Kamianets-Podilskyi Planning and Economic Technical Boarding School, which was established in 1971, took
place in the absence of properly equipped educational premises, a dining hall, and a dormitory, which forced the directorate to postpone
studies. The management had to solve the extremely difficult task of forming a qualified teaching staff, educational and support staff,
establishing a clear work of structural divisions, creating an appropriate material and technical base. The years of establishment of the
institution were very difficult. Nevertheless, despite the difficulties, it was possible to ensure a sufficient level of educational work,
to put into practice the achievements of pedagogical science and advanced pedagogical experience, to encourage teachers, especially
young ones, to raise their methodological and theoretical level. Attention was paid to the formation of the teaching staff with personnel
who had significant industrial work experience, which, in turn, ensured the implementation of the principle of combining theory and
practice in classes, teaching students based on real examples from the professional activities of teachers.

The purpose of the article is on the basis of a scientific analysis of specific historical material comprehensively investigate the
period of the historical path, in particular the 1970s, that is, the first decade after the establishment of the Kamianets-Podilskyi Planning
and Economic Boarding School.

The research results prove the relevance of the information for researchers of the history of education of the Podilsk region,
teachers and students of higher education institutions in research and educational work.

Introduction. Violations in the physical and/or mental development of students create difficulties in achieving general educational
and educational goals and lead to conflicts between children’s ambitions and their capabilities. In this regard, in the legislative acts that
regulate inclusive education, it is clearly defined that the peculiarity of the educational process for children with special educational
needs is its corrective direction.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the essence and role of the correctional and developmental component of the education of
children with special psychophysical development.

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study the impact of the correctional and developmental approach on the integration of children with special needs into the educational
process, as well as to formulate recommendations for improving pedagogical practice to ensure the full development of this category

of students.

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PRINC’ES CHARITY IN KIEVAN RUS AS A MODEL OF THE POPULATION

The article examines the main historical features of the development of philanthropy in Kyivan Rus, as the defining basis of social
work in Ukrainian society. It is proven that the main forms of charitable work in Kyivan Rus later found their development in social
assistance, and then in social work. The adoption of Christianity in Russia by Prince Volodymyr the Great in 988 had a significant
impact on the practice of supporting vulnerable population groups.

Charity is a multifaceted human activity, a social, psychological, and economic phenomenon that has a long history. Among the
main directions of social assistance in Kyivan Rus’ IX st. a particularly significant place belonged to princely charity. Based on this,
the charity of that period can be formulated as follows: “blind distribution of alms”. Help was given to anyone who asked or somehow
resembled a beggar. Investigation of the way of life of beggars not only did not take place, but was also prohibited by the decrees of the
priests. Centuries-old traditions of charity in Russia contributed to the creation of a strong state social security system.
